	M2 linked to PSE1&2, C&L1, 2 &3, PD1, L2, UW2, EAD1.
	Caterpillar/ Butterfly Life cycle. Sequence Pictures.
	Orders and sequences familiar events. 
(40-60+mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Ask the children to sort out the pictures in the correct order, so they tell the story of the life cycle of a butterfly in the correct order. Encourage the children to discuss the different stages whilst cutting out the pictures. Give praise to children who share knowledge & sequence the pictures correctly. 
	Younger children to talk about life cycle & attempt to put pictures in correct order with adult or peer support.
Older children to independently place pictures in the correct order, discussing the life cycle in detail. 

	C&L2 linked to PSE2&3, PD1, M2, UW1&2, EAD1.
	Colour spot Racing Game

	Responds to instructions involving a two-part sequence.
(40-60+mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Explain to the children that they are going to be caterpillars, and race across to the other side of the leaf. Give each child two spots. Ask them to stand on the first spot and then lift the second from behind them, to put in front of them to step on. Ask them to repeat this step until they get to the other end of the room (leaf).  When they reach the end, they must sit down. Give praise to children who correctly follow the instructions. 
	Younger children to follow instructions with adult support.
Older children to follow instructions independently.

	L1 linked to PSE1, 2&3, C&L1, 2&3, PD1, M2, UW2, EAD1. 
	The Crunching Munching Caterpillar story.
	Hears and says the initial sounds in words.
(40-60+mths)

	CHILD LEAD: Read the story to the children. At certain point, ask the children if they know what letter sounds certain words start with, such as butterfly, caterpillar, leaf and so on. Give praise for saying the correct letter sounds. 
	Younger children to attempt to name latter sound with adult or peer support.
Older children to independently name the correct letter sound.
