	PSE3 linked to C&L1, 2 &3,  L1, M1, UW2, PD1,
EAD1.
	The Very Hungry Caterpillar Game

	Begins to accept the needs of others and can take turns and share resources, sometimes with support from others. 
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Explain to a small group of children that we’re going to play The Very Hungry Caterpillar Game. Support the children in following the rules and taking turns.  Talk to the children about the life cycle of the caterpillar, number recognition, counting and naming the foods the caterpillar eats along the way.
	Younger children to share and take turns with adult support.
Older children to learn the rules of the game, enjoy playing it with friends and take turns.

	C&L2 linked to PSE1, 2 &3, PD1, UW2 M1&2, EAD1&2.
	Butterfly small world Play.
	Shows understanding of prepositions such as ‘under’, ‘on top’, ‘behind’ by carrying out an action or selecting correct picture.
(30-50mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Organise the large black tray into a butterfly world with blocks, braches, straw & so on. Encourage the children to play with the butterflies, asking them to comment on what and/or where the butterflies positions are e.g. on, under, behind, next to. Introduce new vocabulary such as underneath, left, right and so on. Give praise for using appropriate positional language & sharing resources. 
	Younger children to use basic positional language such as on, off, high & low.
Older children to use positional language such as underneath, on top, below, & next to.

	PD1  linked to PSE1, 2 &3, C&L1, 2 &3, UW2, L1, M1&2
EAD1. 
	Symmetrical pictures.
	Uses simple tools to effect changes to materials.
(40-60+mths)

	CHILD LEAD: Explain to the children that we are going to use the mirrors to change the objects on the sheets. Demonstrate how to hold the mirror along the centre line to make the object reflect in the mirror. Encourage the children to try this themselves & discuss what happens to the pictures. Enter into discussions about how mirrors reflect what is front of them & how it changed the pictures. Give praise for using mirrors correctly.
	Younger children to use the mirrors with adult support & observe what happens.
Older children to use mirrors independently & discuss their findings.

	 The Very Hungry Caterpillar big book.


	 Repeats words of phrases from familiar stories.
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Read the story & push the caterpillar through the holes in the book at appropriate times. During the week, allow the children to repeat & say phrases from the story out load. Towards the end of the week, miss out words and see if the children can fill the gaps with the correct word or phrase. Give praise to children who join in with the story. 
	Younger children to attempt to repeat words & phrases. 
Older children to recall words & phrases in correct place in the story.

	M1 linked to PSE1, 2&3, C&L1, 2 &3, PD1, L1&2,
UW1, EAD1. 
	The Hungry Caterpillar counting sheets.
	Recites some number names in sequence.
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to use a pencil to trace over the circles of the caterpillars body. Ask the children to point & count how many circles they have on their caterpillars. Show the children the number next to the caterpillar to encourage number recognition. Give praise for good counting. 
	Younger children to recite some numbers in the correct order with adult support.
Older children to independently recite numbers & trace over circles.

	UW2 linked to PSE1, 2, &3, C&L1, 2 &3, L2, M1&2, PD1&2, EAD1&2.
	Leaf Rubbing.
	Can talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants, animals & natural found objects.

(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide various leaves & crayons, & demonstrate how to do a leaf rubbing. Talk to the children about caterpillars & what they may or may not like to eat. What food id good or bad for caterpillars? Adults to talk about which tree the leaves come from & enter into discussion about how leaves change colour through the seasons and why this might happen.
	Younger children to attempt leaf rubbing with a large leaf with adult support.
Older children to use various sized leaves & discuss changes of the season & how leaves change colour.

	EAD1 linked to PSE1, 2, &3, C&L1, 2, & 3, PD1&2, L2, M2, UW2.
	Butterfly Painting.
	Explores colours and how colours can be changed.

(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide butterfly shapes with pots of red, blue & yellow paint. Demonstrate how to drop the paint on the butterfly, using pipettes. Once enough paint has been applied, encourage the children to fold the butterfly in half. Enter into discussions about how the paint has changed colour & the patterns that they have made. 
	Younger children to identify primary colours & explore paint.

Older children to identify colours & discuss how paint has changed colour & symmetry patterns.
