	PSE1 linked to C&L1, 2&3 M1&2, UW1&2, PD1, EAD1&2.
	Garage and cars


	Demonstrate friendly behaviour, initiating conversations and forming good relationships with peers and familiar adults.
 (30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage children to share the cars and the garage.  Give lots of positive praise and encouragement.
	Younger children to join in and play well with older children. 

Older children to include younger children in their play and share toys.

	C&L6 linked to PSE1&2, M1&2, L2, UW1&2, PD1, EAD1&2.
	Flag & map sheets.
	Maintains attention, concentrates and sits quietly during appropriate activity.
(40-60+mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Provide maps of UK & flags with pencils and encourage the children to concentrate on the task. Encourage the children to colour in & add details to the maps & flags. Can they write their name on their pictures? Discuss locations on maps and what countries the flags are from.
	Younger children to create simple marks & talk about patterns, flags & maps.
Older children to use pencils with control to colour in, add detail, concentrate & enter into discussions.

	PD1 linked to PSE1,2&3, CL1,2&3, M1&2, L1, UW3, EAD1. 
	Bee bot with mat in tuff spot.
	Uses one-handed tools and equipment, e.g. makes snips in paper with child scissors.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Demonstrate how to use the Bee-bot & allow the children to take it in turns to programme the robot using the buttons to get to the desired destination on the map. Give lots of praise.
	Younger children to explore programme robot with adult support.
Older children to programme robot independently & take turns.

	L1 linked to PSE1, 2&3, C&L1, 2&3, PD1, M2, UW2, EAD1. 
	You Choose book.
	Shows an interest in illustrations and print in books and print in the environment.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Read the book at group time in small groups. Encourage the children to choose where they would like to go on holiday, and allow them to make different choices on each page in the book. Give praise for their choices. 
	Younger children to point to pictures to make choices and use simple language.
Older children to independently make choices and discuss their reasoning behind their choices.

	M2 linked to PSE1&2, C&L1, 2&3, L1, UW1&2, PD1,

EAD1. 
	Flag & world map puzzle.

	Shows an interest in shape and space by playing with shapes or making arrangements with objects.
(30-50mths)

	CHILD LEAD: Support & encourage the children to find & match the correct pieces of the puzzle together. Ask children to identify patterns and talk about the countries, animals & people on the map.
	Younger children to find & match puzzle pieces with support from adults & older children.
Older children to attempt to complete puzzles on their own, help younger children & enter into discussions.

	Painting flags 


	 Looks closely at similarities, differences, patterns and change.
(40-60+mths)


	CHILD LEAD: Provide paint, paper, sticks & aprons. Encourage the children to look at the shapes and patterns of the different flags. Talk about countries and their different flags, compare patterns. 
	Younger children to use the colours to create their flags.
Older children to copy the flags, looking closely at the patterns.

	EAD2 linked to PSE1,2&3, C&L1,2&3, M1&2, UW1&2, PD1.
	Travel agents in home corner
	Beginning to make-believe by pretending.
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Set up the area & allow children to explore. Encourage children to play imaginatively with others & join in play if invited. Praise children that are playing together nicely. 
	Younger children to explore area with adult support to play alongside others.
Older children to play cooperately & attempt to resolve conflict situations with adult support.


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, maths area, registration/weather, outside play.
