	PSE2 linked to C&L1, 2&3, PD1&2, M1&2,   UW1, 
EAD1&2.
	Washing up/Drying up.

	Confident to talk to other children when playing and will communicate freely about home and community.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide warm bubbly water in the water tray along with cups, cutlery, sponges & cloths. Place a table next to the tray which contains tea towels & a draining rack. Encourage the children to take turns with washing & drying up the items, by taking to each other to help complete the task. Give praise for working together &taking turns. 
	Younger children to use simple language with adult support & encouragement.
Older children to confidently talk to their peers to designate tasks, solve problems, take turns & talk about experiences from home.

	C&L1 linked to PSE2&3, PD1, L1&2, M1&2, UW2, EAD1.
	All aboard Noah’s boat 
	Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall. 
(30-50mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Read the story ‘All aboard on Noah’s boat’ either in a one-to-one situation, in small groups or to the whole group at story times. Look at the printed pictures of the story & encourage the children to recall details form the story and try and put the pictures into the correct sequence. Give praise for recalling story & events.
	Younger children to sit with adult support whilst listening & looking at the pictures as the adult reads.

 Older children to confidently recall details form the story. 

	PD1  linked to PSE,1&2, C&L1, 2&3, UW1, L2, M2, 
EAD1&2. 
	Gloop

	Uses simple tools to effect changes to materials.
(40-60+mths)

	CHILD LEAD: Provide trays of gloop and encourage the children to explore & investigate the different textures. As they move the gloop around talk about how the gloop is both wet & dry. Encourage the children to explore using their hands, or use spoons if preferred. Give praise for exploring & discussing the gloop.
	Younger children to enjoy exploring the gloop with either their hands or spoons.
Older children to play with the gloop & talk about the changes that happen, encouraging descriptive language. 

	L2 linked to

	 Aqua doodle mat

	 Distinguishes between the different marks they make.
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD:  Encourage The children to carefully use the pens to make marks on the mat. Can they say what they have drawn? Enter into discussions about how the mat works, how the mat is dry & the pens wet, and why do the pictures disappear. Give praise for making marks & giving explanations.
	Younger children to make simple marks and give simple comments.
Older children to draw more detailed pictures & enter into discussions.

	M2 linked to PSE1 2&3, C&L2&3, PD1.
 UW1, EAD1&2 
	Shape (coloured water) wood blocks
	Show an interest in shape by playing with shapes or making arrangements with objects.

(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD:  Provide the shape (coloured water) wood blocks for the children to play, explore and make arrangements. Play alongside, modelling language and asking questions to promote mathematical language e.g. corners, straight sides, round, big, medium, small and naming shapes. Give praise for children’s arrangements and imagination.
 
	Younger children to enjoy exploring, building and making arrangements with the shape wood blocks.
Older children to be imaginative in their play with the wood blocks to build and make arrangements. Also to use mathematical language in talking about features and naming shapes.

	UW2 linked to PSE2, C&L1, 2&3, L2, M2, PD1, EAD1&2.
	Painting

Water & powder
	Talks about why things happen and how things work. 

(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide black card, water and powder paint. Explain to the children that they need to paint the water on the card (not to wet!) then carefully sprinkle on the dry powder paint. Can they see what is happening?
	Younger children paint with water, adult to help sprinkle paint. Look at what is happening and manipulate with fingers.
Older children follow instructions, watch what happens and make comments.

	EAD1 linked to PSE1, 2&3, PD1, C&L1, 2&3, L1, M1, UW2.
	Incy Wincy spider song with instruments
	Explores and learns how sounds can be changed. 

(30-50mths) 
	CHILD LEAD: In the quiet room provide different instruments.  Adults to encourage the children to sing the song ‘Incy Wincy spider’ and play the instruments along with the song. 

Ask the children to try and play the instruments in a variety of different ways for example quietly and loudly. Give praise for singing & playing instruments sensibly. 
	Younger children to enjoy exploring the different sounds that the different instruments make. 

Older children to start to play the instruments along to the rhythm of the song.
