	Fish Painting
	Can talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants, animals, natural and found objects.
(30-50mths)
	Encourage the children to look and touch the rainbow trout fish. Allow them to make comments and ask open ended questions. Prompt discussions on the fish and what they feel and look like. Ask each child to select a colour to paint the fish and use paper to produce a fish print. Remind children to wash hands after touching & painting the fish. Give praise for sharing knowledge and thoughts.
	Younger children to explore the fish, give comments about the fish.
Older children to confidently explore and touch the fish and enter into discussions.

	PD2 linked to PSE2&3, C&L1, M2, UW2, EAD1.
	PE: Opposites sea parachute games
	Understands that equipment and tools have to be used safely. 

(30-50mths)
	Explain each game to the children & encourage them to listen and use the parachute sensibly. Encourage the use of lots of opposite’s language such as up/down, left/right, under/over and so on, whilst playing the  games. Give praise for good listening and sensible use of the parachute.
	Younger children to listen to instructions & use opposite’s language.
Older children follow instructions & safety rules, and use opposite’s language. 

	L1 Linked to PSE2, C&L1, PD1, M1, UW1, EAD1.
	The Fish who could wish story.
	Continues a rhyming string.
(40-60+mths)
	Read the rhyming story to the children and comment on the rhyming words.  Ask each child if they can think of some rhyming words. Can they put lots of rhyming words together? Give praise for achievements. 
	Younger children to attempt to think of some rhyming words.
Older children to name four or five words that rhyme and say them out load.
