	PSE2 linked to C&L1&3, PD1,  M2, UW1&2, 
EAD2.
	Role Play in the home corner

	Separates from main carer with support and encouragement from a familiar adult. 
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Arrange kitchen appliances and resources in an attractive manner. On arrival invite children to explore the area and ask questions about their kitchen at home. Help introduce story lines to direct and demonstrate play. Ask open ended questions and encourage children to meet others and encourage them to learn other children’s names. Give plenty of praise for sharing and playing nicely. 
	Younger children to copy older children with adult support.
Older children to explore area and interact with adults and children. 

	C&L2 linked to PSE2&3, M1, UW1, PD1, EAD1.
	Trampoline
	Responds to simple instructions, e.g. to get or put away an object.
(30-50mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to take turns on the trampoline, following adult’s directions and instructions. Give plenty of positive praise for taking turns & listening to adults.  
	Younger children to listen & follow instructions with adult support.
Older children to listen & follow instructions to share & take turns.

	PD1  linked to PSE1&2, C&L1,2&3, M1&2, UW1,
EAD1&2 
	Finger Gym:
Threading pipe cleaners into colanders’ 
	Shows control in holding and using jugs to pour, hammers, books and mark making tools.
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Demonstrate how to tread the pipe cleaners into the holes, then encourage the children to have a turn. Give appropriate support, plenty of encouragement an positive praise for their achievements. Talk about the colours, and shapes that the pipe cleaners create when threaded in a variety of ways.
	Younger children to observe and copy older children & adults. 
Older children to thread with control, answer open ended questions and comment on shapes that they make.

	L1 linked to 
PSE2, C&L1, PD2, M2, EAD1. 


	Story books

	 Listens to and joins in with stories and poems, one-to-one and also in small groups. 
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to sit with an adult and listen to a story when parent/carer leaves. Look at the pictures together & ask open ended questions.  
	Younger children to sit and listen and provide short answers.
Older children to enter into discussions about story & pictures, and make predictions about what might happen next.

	M2 linked to PSE2, C&L1, PD1, 
 UW1, EAD1. 
	Puzzles
	Shows an interest in shape and space by playing with shapes or making arrangements with objects.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Invite the children to help match the puzzle pieces together, by turning the pieces around to make them fit.  Give lots of positive encouragement and praise for matching pieces together.  
	Younger children to match pieces together with adult support.
Older children to attempt to match pieces independently, but to ask adult for help if needed.

	UW2 linked to PSE2, PD1, C&L1&3, M2, EAD2.
	Mega block castle & bricks.
	Comment and asks questions about aspects of their familiar world such as the place where they live or the natural world.

 (30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Allow the children to explore, build and play with the castle & bricks. Ask the children to talk about the features in/on the castle , and compare them to their own house and where they live. Enter into discussions about their own constructions and give plenty of praise.
	Younger children to give simple comments & explore the castle & bricks.
Older children to use thinking skills to compare features of the castle with their own home.

	EAD1 linked to PSE2, C&L3, PD1, L2, M2, EAD2.
	Free Painting
	Realises tools can be used for a purpose.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage children to use the brushes, & tooth brushes in different ways to achieve different marks.  Demonstrate to children who are unsure. Ask children to talk about their paintings. Give lots of praise for achievements. 
	Younger children to use tools to create simple marks.
Older children to confidently use the tools to paint representations.


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: free writing table, maths area, registration/weather, pre-school visual rule book, outdoor play.
