	PSE3 linked to C&L1, 2&3, L1, UW1, PD1,
EAD1.
	Visual Rules book.

	Shows understanding and cooperates with some boundaries and routines.
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: At group time, introduce the visual rule book to the children. Talk through each of the pictures, discussing why it’s important to follow each rule. Adults to ensure the children follow the rules each day and remind children of the reasons behind the rules. 
	Younger children to be reminded of the rules throughout each day.
Older children to recall the rules and share knowledge on why everyone needs to follow the rules.

	C&L2 linked to PSE1&3, UW1, PD1, M2, EAD1.
	Tidy-up time.
	Responds to simple instructions, e.g. to get or put away an object.
(30-50mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to tidy up the toys and resources at tidy up time. Adults to ask children to put a certain numbers of toys away or put specific toys away in the area where they have been playing. 
	Younger children to follow instructions with adult support.
Older children to follow instructions and help to tidy up.

	PD1 linked to PSE2&3, C&L1&2, UW1, M1, EAD1. 
	Trampoline

	Moves freely and with pleasure and confidence in a range of ways, such as

slithering, shuffling, rolling, crawling, walking, running, jumping, skipping, sliding and hopping.
(30-50mths)

	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to take turns when using the trampoline, use the sand timers if required. Ensure the children hold onto the handle bar whilst jumping or hopping up and down. Remind the children not to crawl under the trampoline when in use, and explain why. 
	Younger children to jump up and down on the trampoline.
Older children to jump and hop on trampoline with confidence.

	 Stories

	 Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD:  Encourage The children to sit and listen to the stories. During the story ask the children to predict what might happen next. At the end of the story, ask the children to recall events from the story and how the story ends. Give praise for good listening and recalling events.  
	Younger children give simple comments on story.
Older children to recall events after the story. 

	M2 linked to PSE1, 2&3, C&L1,2&3, L1,
 UW1&2, EAD1. 
	Puzzles
	Shows an interest in shape and space by playing with shapes or making arrangements with objects.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Allow the children to explore the puzzles. Support the children to position and place the puzzles in the correct place. Give praise when children have worked together or on their own to complete the puzzle.  
	Younger children to attempt to put puzzle pieces together with adult support.
Older children to put puzzles together independently. 

	UW2 linked to PSE1, 2&3, C&L1,2&3,  PD1, M2,  EAD1&2.
	Peppa Pig
	Enjoys playing with small-world models such as a farm, a garage, or a train track.
(22-36mths) 
	CHILD LEAD: Allow the children to explore the Peppa Pig toys, making up their own stories as they play. Remind the children to take turns and share the toys. Give praise for sharing.
	Younger children to explore the toys alongside the other children.
Older children to make up their own story lines for their play and share resources.  

	EAD1 linked to PSE1, 2&3, C&L1, 2&3, PD11&2, L2, M2, UW1&2.
	Block Painting
	Explores colour and how colours can be changed.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Demonstrate to the children how to use the block paints. Allow the children to choose what they paint, mixing colours together if they desire. Enter into discussions about how the paint changes colour & why. Give praise for creating pictures. 
	Younger children to explore the colours and paint.
Older children to explore colour mixing to create their pictures. 


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, dolls house, registration/weather, outside play.
