	PSE1 linked to PD1, C&L3, M2, UW2, EAD1.

	Heuristic play 
	Explains own knowledge and understanding, and asks appropriate questions of others. 
(40-60+ mths)
	CHILD LEAD:  In the quiet room set out the heuristic play equipment for the children to explore. Adults to encourage children to talk about the different objects such as what they can do? What shape they are? How they feel? 
	Younger children to enjoy exploring the heuristic play. 
Older children to be confidant to talk about the differences of the objects. 

	C&L1 linked to PSE2, UW1&2, PD1, M2, EAD1.
	Hoops and beanbags 
	Is able to follow directions (if not intently focused on own choice of activity). 
(30-50 mths).
	 CHILD LEAD: Set out the large and small hoops and encourage the children to throw the bean bags into the hoops. Talk about what shape the hoop is and get the children to count how many beanbags they have managed to get into the hoop. Give lots of praise.
	Younger children to learn the name shape circle and to try and follow instructions to know what to do.
Older children to learn the name shape and to follow directions so that they know what to do. 

	PD1  linked to PSE2, C&L1, UW1, PD1,
EAD1. 
	Circle movement game.

	Moves freely and with pleasure and confidence in a range of ways, such as slithering, shuffling, rolling, crawling, walking, jumping, skipping, sliding and hopping.
(30-50 mths) 

	CHILD LEAD: In the church place four different coloured circle shapes on four opposite walls. Explain to the children what we are going to do. Then tell them to move in a different way such as jump, hop, skip, run, walk sideways and backwards around the room. Then call out a colour circle and encourage the children to go to that circle. Give lots of praise.
	Younger children to listen well to the adult and follow their instructions. Support them to find the correct colour circle.
Older children to do this confidently and be imaginative with the way they move. Children to also identify the correct colour with no support.

	L2 linked to PSE1, PD1, C&L1, M2
UW2, EAD1
	 Ketchup play. 

	 Distinguishes between the different marks they make. 
(22-36 mths)
	CHILD LEAD:  Squirt ketchup on to one of the tables, encourage the children to use their fingers to make marks in the ketchup. 
Adults to model making marks in the ketchup by drawing circles, encourage the children to use their finger to try and draw circles in the ketchup. 
	Younger children to explore mark making in the ketchup. 
Older children to try and draw circles of different sizes in the ketchup. 

	M2 linked to PSE2, C&L1, L1, ,

 UW2, EAD1. 
	Velcro wall and balls 
	Shows an interest in shape and space by playing with shapes or making arrangements with objects. (30-50 mths).
	CHILD LEAD:  Set up the Velcro wall for the children to use. Talk about what shape the ball is,” that ball is like a circle it is called a sphere”. Encourage the children to throw the balls at the different numbers, colures and shapes. 
	Younger children to try and throw the balls ant the wall and to learn the shape circle.
Older children to try and get the balls (spheres) to land on the different shapes, colours and numbers. 

	UW2 linked to PSE2, C&L1, L1, M2, PD1, EAD1.
	Circle hunt indoors and outdoors.
	Can talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants, animals, natural and found objects.
(30-50mths)


	CHILD LEAD: Hide different natural and found objects that are circle shaped inside pre-school and out in the garden. Then in groups support the children to find these objects. Give the children lots of clues as they go around.  Once they have spotted them, see if they can identify their shape and what they are. Give lots of praise.
	Younger children to enjoy looking for the different circles and adult to give them lots of support to try and find these objects and identify a few of them and their shape.
Older children to work well in small groups and find circle shaped objects with less support and clues from the adult. Can they now sort the found objects into groups?

	EAD1 linked to

PSE2, C&L1, L2, M2, PD1, UW2.
	Cheerio Threading
	Uses various construction materials.
(30-50 mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to thread the cheerios onto some wool or string. Enter into discussions about the shapes of the cheerios & how many they have threaded onto their string. Allow the children to make necklaces or bracelets to take home.
	Younger children to thread cheerios with adult support and attempt to identify circles.
Older children to independently thread the cheerios onto the string & estimate and count how many cheerios they have threaded. 


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, construction circles, maths table and outside play.
