	PSE1 linked to C&L1, 2, &3 PD1, M2, UW2, EAD1.

	Ice blocks 

	Explains own knowledge and understanding and asks appropriate questions of others. 
(40-60+ mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide some blocks of ice for the children to explore. Encourage the children to look and feel the ice, and think about how they could break them or make them melt. Ask the children to think about how animals who live in cold places would find their food, and ask them to share any information that they can.  

Adults can model the language of thinking and learning e.g.: think, how, remember, forget, idea, makes sense, plan, learn, find out, confused, figure out, and trying to do. 
	Younger children to enjoy exploring the ice and give simple comments.
Older children to think and share knowledge about animals and ice, and enter into discussions.

	C&L3 linked to PSE1&2, UW2, PD1, M1&2, L2, EAD1.
	Artic Animals in shaving foam.
	Builds up vocabulary that reflects the breadth of their experiences.
(30-50mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to play with the artic animals, placing them in the shaving foam to make footprints. Model language such as animal names and talk about where the animals might live and what they eat. Enter into discussions about animals that they have seen at the zoo/wildlife park. Give praise for sharing knowledge and experiences.
	Younger children to use simple language to name animals and talk about their features such as legs, head, ears and so on.
Older children to discuss animals they have seen and observed from their own experiences.

	PD1  linked to PSE2, C&L1, UW2, M2,
EAD2.
	Move like an animal

	Moves freely with pleasure and confidence in a range of ways, such as slithering, shuffling, rolling, crawling, walking, running, sliding and hopping.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to be the different animals and move their bodies in a range of ways. Can the children waddle like a penguin, run fast like a snow leopard or move slowly like a polar bear?  Give lots of praise for using their imagination.
	Younger children to join in and follow the adults lead with the different movements.
Older children to be imaginative and think about how the animals would move without following the adult.

	Father’s day cards 


	 Distinguishes between the different marks they make.
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Place card and a range of different art materials for the children to use and create a card for Father’s day.  Give the children freedom to be creative with any resources they would like to use. Adults to talk with the children about Father’s day and encourage them to think about what their Daddy’s do for us, and what things that their Daddy likes. Encourage the children to try and write their name inside their card. Give the children lots of praise and encouragement for writing name and making marks.. 
	Younger children to use different objects such as scissors, pens, paint brushes or glue sticks, with adult support.
Older children to think about what they would like to decorate their Father’s day card with and use resources to achieve a planned affect. 

	M2 linked to PSE1&2, C&L1, PD1, L1, 
UW2, EAD1. 
	Animals & Iceberg game.
	Uses positional language.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Using a large cube, with each side displaying a positional word, encourage the children to roll the cube. Adults to assist each child to place the polar bear in the suggested position on the iceberg e.g. on top, behind, next to and so on. Encourage the children to find each position and give praise for achievements.
	Younger children to play game with adult support and attempt to place polar bear in positions.
Older children will use the dice and independently place the animal in the correct position.

	UW2 linked to PSE1&2, C&L1&3, PD1, L1, M2, EAD1.
	Animal Information Cards
	Can talk about some of the things that they have observed such as plants, animals and found objects.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: At group time, shoe the children some laminated photographs of the different animals that live in a cold country such as a polar bear, penguin, seal, grey wolf, snow leopard and so on. Enter into discussions with the children about how each animal ad encourage them to use descriptive language to talk about what they see and attempt to identify some of the animals. Give Plenty of praise.
	Younger children to look at the photographs and make simple comments about the animals.
Older children to talk in more detail about each animal and think about where they live, what they like to eat, how they move and how they survive in cold conditions.

	EAD1 linked to

PSED1&2, PD1, C&L1&3, M1&2, UW1&2.
	Mobilo snow vehicles
	Uses various construction materials.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to design and build vehicles that could travel through snow, so they can visit the animals in their cold habitats. Allow the children to make adjustments if they need to make improvements. Enter into discussions about how their vehicles work and why certain features are needed. Give praise for good building and sharing thoughts.
	Younger children to put mobilo pieces together to build a simple model.
Older children to independently design and make model, and enter into discussions.
