	Painting 

	Welcomes and values praise for what they have done.
(30-50 mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Place colour paints, pictures of cars and lorries and blank paper. Encourage the children to think about what might happen if they mix two colours together, then comment on what has happens. Adults to give lots of praise and encouragement to the children throughout the activity. 
	Younger children to enjoy exploring the paints and making marks on the paper. 
Older children to try and paint a picture of a car or a lorry on a blank sheet of paper, and take pride in their work.

	C&L 1linked to PSE2, UW1&2, PD1,  M2, EAD1.
	Road play outside
	Is able to follow directions (if not intently focused on own choice of activity)
(30-50mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Outside in the courtyard, draw a two way road with a roundabout chalked on the ground. Allow the children to ride in the little tykes cars to drive on the road, following instructions to drive on the road, drive round the roundabout and stop at the traffic lights. Adults to discuss how the traffic lights with the children to explain how they work. Praise to be given for taking turns with their peers. 
	Younger children to attempt to follow instructions. 
Older children to follow instructions, talk about traffic lights and their meanings and be good role models to peers for sharing & taking turns. 

	PD1 linked to PSE2&3,C&L1&3, UW1&2, M2, L2,
EAD1&2. 
	Playdough tracks

	Uses simple tools to effect changes to materials.
(40-60+ mths)

	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to place cars and lorries into the playdough and make tracks. Children to look at the different shapes and patterns made and comment using descriptive language.
	Younger children to make tracks in the playdough with adult support.
Older children to use a good control when making tracks and be creative with the patterns they make.

	L1 linked to 
PSE2, PD1, C&L3, M2, UW2, EAD1.
	 Magnetic boards and letters

	 Recognises familiar words and signs such as own name and advertising logos. 
(30-50 mths) 
	CHILD LEAD: Place magnetic boards and a selection of letter magnets. Encourage the children to stick letters onto the boards. Encourage the children to see if they can find two letters that are the same. To extend the activity, adults can spell out simple words on the boards with the magnets and support the children to sound out the letters and begin to blend them to read the word. 
	Younger children to start to find matching letters. 
Older children to start to be able to name some letter sounds, such as the first letter form their name. 

	M1  linked to PSE2, C&L1, L1,

 UW1&2, EAD1. 
	Counting cars
	Uses some number names accurately in play.
(30-50mths)


	CHILD LEAD: Using the counting cars, encourage the children to try & identify the numbers on the driver and match the same number to the number on the cars. Adults to give guidance to younger children & and give praise when children succeed in matching the correct numbers. Children can then park the cars in the garage provided. 
	Younger children to attempt to identify some numbers with adult support & drive cars into driveway.
Older children to identify numbers on driver & match to the correct numbered car & drive into garage.

	UW  linked to PSE, C&L, , UW, PD, EAD.
	Cars and garage.
	Enjoys playing with small-world models such as farm, a garage, or train track.
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to take turns when playing with the cars and garage. Children to play together with their peers and use their own experiences of visits to a garage to make up a role play scene. 
	Younger children to enjoy playing and exploring, and adult to support them with sharing.
Older children to be confident to take turns and play together using plenty of imagination.

	EAD2 linked to

PD1, C&L, 1, 2,&3, L1, UW1, M2. 
	Garage in home corner
	Beginning top make-believe by pretending. 
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide tools, signs & push along car. Allow the children to explore the area. Encourage the children to fix the car using the tools. Extend activity by helping the children to take on roles such as a customer, or mechanic. Adults to help children act out their roles and suggest words or sentences that these people may use. Give praise for good use of language and playing nicely together. 
	Younger children to explore area and copy actions from adults and peers. 
Older children on take on roles and engage in imaginative play with peers. 


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making area, maths table, registration/weather, outside play.
