	PSE2  linked to PD1&2 C&L1,2&3,

	Ladybirds 

	Welcomes and values praise for what they have done.

(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to make ladybird pictures. Use balloons in red paint for the body and use fingers in some black paint for the children to paint spots. Give lots of praise during the activity to the children, not just for the finished picture but throughout the activity.  
	Younger children to enjoy joining in the activity and making dots with the finger paint.
Older children to be able to talk about their selves in positive terms and be proud of what they have done. 

	C&L1 linked to PSE1, 2 &3, UW2, PD1, L1, M2, EAD1.
	Insect Books
	Listens to others one to one or in small groups, when conversation interests them.
(30-50mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to look at both factual and fictional books, either independently or with others. Adults to read facts or story to children and ask them open ended questions. Encourage the children to share information gained with their peers or discuss what happens in the stories. Give lots of praise for sharing & talking about facts & stories.
	Younger children to sit at the table and look at the pictures for a short while, naming insects with help from a supporting adult.
Older children to sit down and looks at books, talking about what they find and retrieve information with help from an adult.

	PD1  linked to PSE2, C&L1, 2 &3, UW1&2, L2, M2,
EAD1, 
	Father’s Day Cards

	Holds pencil between thumb and two fingers, no longer using whole-hand grasp.
(30-50mths)

	CHILD LEAD: Ask the children to stick on items onto their card to make a medal. Encourage the children to stick on words and some sweets onto the centre of the medal. Encourage the children to hold their pencil in a pincer grip to write their name. Adults to give appropriate support. Give lots of praise for holding pencil correctly & for attempting to write their name.
	Younger children to make card & attempt to write marks to represent their name
Older children to attempt to write their name & make card independently.

	L2 linked to PSE1, 2&3, PD1 C&L1, 2&3, M1&2 UW2, EAD1&2. 
	Stamper pens
	 Writes own name and other things such as labels, captions. 
(40-60+mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide stamper pens and encourage the children to use to make dotty and spotty pictures. Ask the children to try and write their name on top of their picture. Adults to support the children as they write their name, and children to be given the chose use their registration name to copy. Adults to say the letter sounds as they write them. Give praise for writing their name.

	Younger children to make simple marks to represent their names and attempt to start to say the first letter sound in their name. 

Older children to try to form some letters form their name correctly. 

	M1 linked to PSE1, 2 &3, C&L1, 2 &3, L1, PD1, UW2,
 EAD1. 
	Ladybird bingo
	Uses some number names and language spontaneously.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Explain how to play the game. Ask the children to count the dots and match the ladybird to the correct number on the bingo card. Allow children to play with adult support or to play independently. Praise children for playing cooperatively and for taking turns.
	Younger children to attempt to count dots with adult support.
Older children to match the ladybirds with the correct number promoting number recognition.

	UW2 linked to PSE1, 2 &3, C&L1, 2, & 3, L1, M1&2, PD1, EAD1&2.
	Garden Centre in home corner
	Shows care and concern for living things and the environment.

(30-50mths)


	CHILD LEAD: Transform the home corner into a garden centre, providing appropriate props. Allow the children to choose roles encourage them to play cooperatively. When invited into their play, ask the children what plants they recommend to buy and how to look after them? Do they know why certain plants like trees are good for the environment? Give praise for sharing knowledge on plants & how to look after them.
	Younger children to give simple comments on plants and join in with role play.
Older children to play independently & share knowledge om how to look after plants & the environment.

	EAD2 linked PSE 1, 2&3, P1, C&L1, 2&3, L2, M1&2, UW2.
	Playdough ladybirds
	Create simple representations of events, people, animals and objects. 
(40-60+mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide red and black playdough and googly eyes.  Talk to the children about what ladybirds look like; colour, shape, size and so on.  Demonstrate how to roll the red play dough in their hands to make a red ball, then flatten a little to be the ladybird’s body. Make smaller black balls with black play dough to stick on the ladybird’s body. Add two googly eyes.  Give praise for fine motor skills and vocabulary used to describe a ladybird.
	Younger children to create simple playdough ladybirds with adult support.
Older children to create playdough ladybirds and to describe what their ladybird looks like; colour, shape, size.


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, look at life cycle of ladybirds models, maths area, registration/weather, for outside play.
