	PSE2  linked to PD1,2 C&L1,2&3 L2, M1&2 UW2, EAD1&2

	Play dough with hard natural objects. 
	Separates from main carer with support and encouragement. 
(22-36mths) 
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage any children who are struggling to separate from their carer in the morning, to come and explore the playdough. 

Provide playdough and a selection of hard natural objects & encourage the children to explore & investigate the different textures. 

Encourage the children to explore the play dough and explore what happens if they push the objects into it. Will it make a pattern in the dough? Give praise for joining in with the activity and sharing with their friends. 
	Younger children to explore the activity but may ‘check in’ regularly with familiar adults as and when needed. 
Older children to confidently separate from parent/carer & share and take turns with their friends, sometimes with support from others. 

	C&L1 linked to PSE 1&2, C&L 1, 2&3, PD1, M2, UW2, EAD1&2.
	Feely bag containing hard and soft objects.
	Listens to others one to one or in small groups, when conversation interests them.
(30-50mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Using a canvas bag full of various hard and soft objects, encourage the children to put their hands in the bag without looking. Introduce descriptive words such as, soft, hard and so on, and ask the children to attempt to guess what they are holding, by feeling it. Allow the children to look at the object to see if their guess is correct. Enter into discussions about what the object is, and what it is used for. Give praise for using descriptive language & holding conversations. 
	Younger children to attempt to use basic language to describe the object they are holding.
Older children to describe the object they are holding using as variety of descriptive words as they attempt to guess what it is.

	PD1 linked to PSE2&3, C&L1, M1&2, L1, UW2,
EAD1.  
	Catch wall
	Shows increasing control over an object in pushing, patting, throwing, catching or

kicking it.

(40-60+mths)

	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to throw the balls & bean bags at the wall. Can they name the shapes & colours that they hit? Allow the children to step further away from the wall & encourage them to aim carefully to hit their preferred target. Give praise for demonstrating control & sharing and taking turns with ball & bean bags. 
	Younger children to throw balls and bean bags at the wall.
Older children to aim balls & bean bags carefully & with good control.

	L1 linked to PSED1, 2&3, PD1, C&L1, 2&3, M1, UW2, EAD1.
	Opposites game 

	 Links sounds to letters, naming and sounding the letters of the alphabet. 
(40-60+mths) 
	CHILD LEAD:  Support a small group of children in taking turns to play the game. As the game is played, encourage conversations about the pictures and ask the children to find a picture which is it’s opposite. Encourage children to look at the words on the pictures and see if they can recognise any of the letter sounds in the words. Give praise to children as they maintain focus during the activity and try to match opposite pictures & say letter sounds. 
	Younger children to look at the pictures and start to name some of the pictures.  
Older children to use their understanding of phonics to start to decode the words. 

	M1 Linked to PSE1&2, C&L 1, 2&3. PD1, L1. M1&2. UW2, EAD 1.
	Counting and sorting unifix cubes
	Knows that numbers identify how many objects there are in a set.

(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide unifix cubes & encourage the children to sort them into sets, using different colour rubber mats and water filled numbers 1-5. Praise children for counting & sorting the correct number of unifix cubes into each set.
	Younger children to look at the numbers with a supporting adult and count the unifix cubes with help if needed.
Older children to select the correct number of unifix cubes & place into each set independently.

	UW1 linked to PSE1, 2 &3, C&L1, 2 &3, PD1, M2, EAD1&2.
	Camouflage tent
	Recognises and describes special times or events for family or

friends.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Allow The children to enter & explore the tent. Enter into discussions about what the tent is made of & whether the materials feel hard or soft. Encourage the children to use the area for role play. Enter into discussions about camping & holidays, allowing the children to recall these events. Give praise for sharing family events & playing cooperatively. 
	Younger children to explore the tent & use simple words to talk to adults.
Older children to confidently recall family events & share with adults and/or peers.

	EAD linked to PSE1, 2&3, P1&2, C&L2&3, L2, M1&2, UW3.
	Printing with different objects
	Beginning to be interested in and describe the texture of things.
(30-50mths)


	CHILD LEAD: Provide a variety of objects with different textures e.g. sponge, wooden block, Lego block, toy car, cotton wool, toothbrush etc. Encourage the children to use these objects with paint to make prints. Discuss the object’s different textures - hard, soft, rough, smooth etc. Praise the children on their discoveries and vocabulary used.
	Younger children to show interest in the different objects and enjoy using them in the paint.

 Older children to use vocabulary to describe the objects - hard, soft, rough etc.


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, maths area, registration/weather, outside play.
