	PSE2linked to C&L2, UW1, PD1,

M2, EAD1.
	Tidy up to classical music.
	Enjoys responsibility of carrying out small tasks. (30-50 mths).
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage children to tidy up at the end of each session to classical music, given then small tasks to carry out, also help children as needed to do what they are trying to do, without taking over.       
	Younger children to tidy up with help and listen to the music.
Older children to carry out the tasks set when the music starts to play.  

	C&L3 linked to PSE2, PD1, M2, UW2, EAD1.
	Show and tell 
	Uses vocabulary focused on objects and people that are of particular importance to them.
(30-50 mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Have show and tell at registration times. Have a small number of children do show and tell each day, so to not make show and tell too long so the children do not sit for too long.  Support all children to maintain concentration during show and tell.  
	Younger children to be confident enough to stand in front of the class to show what they have brought in. 
Older children to use different tenses and describing words when talking about their show and tell.

	PD1 linked to PSE2&3, C&L1, L2, UW1, EAD2.
 
	Moving scarves to music.

	May be beginning to show preference for dominating hand. (22-36 mths).
	CHILD LEAD:  Give the children scarf or pompoms to move around to the classical music playing, encourage the children to move them to the sounds they here. E.g. when the music goes loud to do big movements.   
Encourage children to learn together and from each other.
	Younger children to try and follow the movement the adult is making to the music.
Older children to try and think for themselves what movement would go best with the music. 

	L2 linked to 

PSE2, C&L1, PD1, L2, M2, UW2, EAD1&2. 


	Paint pictures to the sound of classical music.

	Distinguish between the different marks they make. 
(22-36 mths)
	CHILD LEAD:  Provide different colour paint and paper and then put some classical music on while the children are painting. Encourage them to make marks to the different sounds of the music.
	Younger children to enjoy painting and making marks on paper to the music. 
Older children to think about the kind of marks they can make to the different sounds e.g. loud sounds- thick marks. Soft sounds -thin marks etc.

	M1 linked to PSE2, C&L1,

 PD1, L1, EAD1. 
	Number keyboard 
	Recognises numerals 1 to 5.
(40-60 months)
	CHILD LEAD: Have out a keyboard out on the table,  stick numbers on the keys and draw out ‘songs’ for the children to follow. Adults to support the children to see if they can follow the ‘songs’ and exploring the different sounds the different keys make. 
	Younger children to explore the different sounds the different number notes make. 
Older children to try and name and match the number notes from the songs and on the keyboard

	UW3 linked to PSE2, PD1, UW2, C&L2, EAD1, L1.
	School concert computer game.
	Seeks to acquire basic skills in turning on and operating some ICT equipment.
(22-36 mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Put the computer game on and support the children to follow instructions,  and operate the mouse without taking over or directing. Give children time to talk and think about what they are asked to do. Offer praise.
	Younger children to play the game with support and learn how to operate the mouse.
Older children to play the game independently with less support and have a discussion about what the game is about.

	EA&D1 linked to
PSE2&3, C&L3, PD1, L1, M2, UW2.
	Musical instruments.
	Shows an interest in the way musical instruments sound. 
(22-36 mths).
	CHILD LEAD: Set out the musical instruments for the children to explore and use. 
Model the creative process, showing your thinking about some of the many possible ways forward. E.g. play their favourite song with the instruments then try and make up a song. 
	Younger children to play and listen to the musical instruments they are using.
Older children to sing songs and make up songs as they play with the instruments.


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, music shop in home corner, show and tell, registration/weather,  boxes for outside play.
