	 Mon, Tues, Weds, Thurs.
	 EAD2 linked to PSE, C&L1, PD1, UW2, M1.
	Introduce some well known classical music.
	Captures experiences and responses with a range of media, such as music, dance and paint and other materials or words. 
(30-50mths)
	Use picture cards of composers, one at a time, to introduce some of their well known pieces. Enter into discussions about which pieces of music that each child liked best and why. Encourage the children to use their sense of hearing to help them develop particular interests in music.
	Younger children to give simple comments and point to the picture card of the composer they liked best.
Older children to use their thinking skills and state which music they prefer and why. 
	

	 Mon, Tues, Weds, Thurs.
	 C&L3 linked to PSE1, PD1, M2, L1, UW2, EAD1.

	Musical Instrument Flash cards.

	Builds up vocabulary that reflects the breadth of their experiences. 

(30-50mths)
	Introduce the different names of instruments using the flash cards. Ask the children, how each is played. Discuss the sounds they make, how they are played and where e.g. in an orchestra, pop band, at home etc. Encourage children to use their thinking skills to discuss their ideas.
	 Younger children to use one or two word replies.

Older children to give longer sentences to reply and think about other children’s comments before responding.
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
