	PSE3 linked to C&L1,  M1&2, PD1,

	Monkey Tree Game

	Can usually adapt their behaviour to different events, social situations and changes in routine.

(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Explain to the children how to play the game. Encourage the children to take turns to balance the coloured monkeys on the tree. Can they place the monkeys on very carefully? Encourage children to resolve conflict situations and give appropriate support when needed. Give praise for taking turns.
	Younger children to wait to take their turn with adult support.  

Older children to take turns independently, adapt their behaviour according to situations and attempt to resolve conflict themselves. 

	C&L1 linked to PSE1, PD1, L1, M1, UW2, EAD1.
	Animal sounds lotto 
	Two-channelled attention – can listen and do for a short span. 

(40-60+mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: In small groups, in the quiet room, encourage the children to listen to the different animal’s sounds whilst playing the animal sound lotto game. Encourage the children to place a counter on the animal picture once they have heard the sound.  
	Younger children join in game with adult support.
Older children to be more able to wait and take turn within the game, concentrate & listen well.

	Threading Bead Snakes

	Handles tools, objects construction and malleable materials safely and with increasing control.

(40-60+mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Demonstrate to the children how to thread the beads onto string. Encourage the children to complete the activity independently, slowly and carefully to create a snake. Give praise for good threading throughout the activity.
	Younger children to tread beads with adult support.
Older children to thread beads independently.

	 Doing the Animal Bop Book

	 Listens to and joins in with stories and poems, one to one and also in small groups.

(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD:  Read the animal bop story to the children during group time. Gain their attention by reading the story in a enthusiastic manner. Encourage the children to join in with the story and pretend to bounce like an ostrich, slither like a snake, stomp like an elephant and so on.


	Younger children to sit with adult support and attempt to join in with the story. 
Older children to listen attentively and enjoy taking part alongside their peers.

	M1 linked to PSE2, C&L1, PD1, 
UW2, EAD1. 
	5 Little Monkeys song.
	Finds one more or one less from a group of up to five objects.

(40-60+mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to stand in a row and join in with singing the song including the actions. Children to work out one number less each time 5 to 0. Give praise for counting backwards successfully. 


	Younger children to participate and say some number names. 
Older children to be confident to identify one number less each time. 

	UW2 linked to PSE1&2, C&L1&3, L1, M2, PD1, EAD1.
	Animal Facts
	Can talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants, animals, natural and found objects.

(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Using soft toy animal, encourage the children to find each animal in fact/information books provided. Adults to read the facts of each animal, whilst allowing discussion about each animal. Give children the opportunity to ask and answer questions.


	Younger children to look at pictures of the animals whilst holding and cuddling the soft toy.
Older children to identify each animal and be encouraged to talk about facts that they have found out about each animal.

	EAD1 linked to PSE2, PD1, C&L2&3, L2, M2, UW2.
	Animal paintings
	Explores colour and how colours can be changed. 

(30-50mths) 
	CHILD LEAD: Provide paints and paper, and encourage the children to think about what different animals might live in the jungle. Can they paint them? Give the children encouragement and praise as they paint their picture. Encourage the children to think about what colours they would like to paint their animals, 


	Younger children to start to explore & notice that colours change when they are mixed together. 

Older children to think about what colour they would like to make and which colours they need to mix together to make the different colours.  Use the colour mixing chart to help, if needed. 


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, registration/weather, outside play.
