	PSE2 linked to C&L1&3, L1, M1&2,  UW1&2, PD1,
EAD1.
	Skittles colour wheel experiment

	Can select and use activities and resources with help.
(30-50mths)
	ADULT LEAD: Encourage the children to sort the skittles into different colour groups. Ask the children to place the skittles around the plate in a circle, and encourage them to make patterns with the different colours. When complete, adults to pour some warm water into the plate (up to half way up the side of the skittles) and ask the children to observe what happens. Enter into discussions about how the colours flow into the middle of the plate and how it looks like a bicycle wheel. Give praise for making good observations & comments. 
	Younger children to attempt to sort skittles into colour groups and make patterns on plate with adult support.
Older children to help sort skittles into colour groups, make patterns in a circle and make and comment on observations.

	C&L2 linked to PSE1, PD1, M2, EAD1
	Stacking rings
	Developing understanding of simple concepts (e.g. big/little) 
(22-36 months) 
	 CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to explore the rings. Adults can model playing with the stacking rings, building a tower and knocking it or allowing it to fall over. Support the children to begin to recognise the difference between big and little by naming the different sized rings throughout their play. Give praise for correctly identifying sizes and for good building.
	Younger children to start to understand the difference between big and little, by repeating the words. 
Older children to correctly identify sizes and to think about taking turns to stack the rings, “my turn…your turn…”

	PD1  linked to PSE2, C&L1, UW1&2, M2,
EAD2. 
	“I like to ride my bicycle” action song

	Experiments with different ways of moving.
(40-60+mths)

	CHILD LEAD: Introduce the song to the children and encourage them to join in when confident and copy the bicycle/motorbike actions. Encourage the children to move their legs in a circular motion whilst lying down (bicycle), or use roly ploy arms (motorbike), safely so they don’t hurt their friends. Give praise for joining in.
	Younger children to listen to the song and copy actions from adults and peers. 
Older children to confidently copy actions and remember the words to the song. 

	L2 linked to 
PSE2, PD1, C&L1, M1&2, UW1&2, EAD1.
	Drawing Wheels

	 Sometimes gives meaning to marks as they draw and paint. 

(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD:   Draw a picture of a bike for the children to look at. Then draw a picture of another bike next to it but not include the wheels. Demonstrate to the children how to hold the pencil correctly and encourage them to draw their own wheels. Can they identify the shape? Give lots of praise.
	Younger children to attempt to draw the wheels with adult support and identify the shape.
Older children to work independently and be confident in naming the shape of the wheels and other shapes.

	M2 linked to PSE1, C&L13, 
UW1&2, EAD1&2. 
	Construction Circles
	Shows interest in shape by sustained construction activity or by talking about shapes or arrangements. 
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to explore the construction circles. Demonstrate how to make a bike, motorbike and so on, and see if the children can copy. Discuss the shape and encourage the children to look for more circles in the environment.
	Younger children to attempt at fixing the circles together with adult support.
Older children to construct their own bikes, motorbikes and so on, and talk about their models using shape language.

	UW2 linked to PSE2, C&L1, PD1, M1&2, EAD1&2.
	Cogs and pegs
	Talks about why things happen and how things work.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide various sized cogs and wheels. Adults to show the children a picture of bicycle parts, which the bicycle chain attaches to. Encourage the children to recreate a similar mechanism, by thinking about where to place the cogs and testing their design to see if it works. Give appropriate support and praise for their achievements. 
	Younger children to assemble the cogs with adult support.
Older children to assemble cogs with adult support to create a working mechanism, and to talk about what is happening to the picture and their model.

	EAD1 linked to PSE2, PD1, C&L1&3, M2, L2, UW1. 
	Junk modelling 
	Uses various construction materials. 
(30-50 months)
	CHILD LEAD: Arrange a variety of construction materials on the tuff spot. Adults to support the children in thinking about what they want to make, the processes that may be involved and the materials and resources that they might need. Provide a photograph to remind them what a bike/motorbike look like. Give the children praise throughout the activity for trying to construct as much as their model as they can. 
	Younger children to explore and build simple models with adult support.
Older children to use a variety of materials to fix and build more detailed models.
