	PSE3 linked to C&L1, 2 &3,  UW1, PD1, L1, M2,
EAD1.
	‘I’m Sorry’ story

	Aware of own feelings, and knows that some actions and words can hurt others’ feelings.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: At group time read the story ‘I’m Sorry’ to the children. During the first part of the story, initiate conversation on friendships, asking questions, ‘What do you like to do/play with your friends?’, ‘How do you feel when you are with your friends?’.  Continue with second half of story in which the children argue and fall out. Ask questions ‘How do you think he/she feels?’, ‘What could they do to make things better again?’.  Finish the session with talking about feelings and that sometimes we can upset others by our actions or words, and that we can make things better by calming down, saying ‘sorry’ and adult support.
	Younger children to show awareness of different feelings, how the children in the story changed from happy to sad back to happy again.
Older children to show awareness of different feelings, empathy for the children in the story and by talking about times when they have felt happy or sad.

	Trampoline 
	Is able to follow directions (if not intently focused on own choice of activity) 
(30-50mths) 
	 CHILD LEAD: Allow the children to bounce up and down on the trampoline. Adults to encourage turn taking by use of bouncing up and down song, counting their bounces or by using the sand timer. Give appropriate support to help children to mount & dismount the trampoline, and to learn how to bounce following directions. Give praise for good sharing & turn taking.
 
	Younger children to start to bounce with increasing confidence. 
Older children to use the trampoline confidently & to join in with singing songs. 

	PD1  linked to PSE2, C&L1, UW1&2, M1&2,

	Climbing Frame

	Mounts stairs, steps or climbing equipment using alternate feet.

(30-50mths) 

	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to climb up and down the rungs on the climbing frame slowly and carefully, with adult support if needed. Support the children to take turns with their friends and to be patient with the younger children. Praise children for taking turns and using the equipment safely.
	Younger children to attempt to climb on the frame with adult support.
Older children to climb confidently and take turns.

	Zig-zag drawing

	 Sometimes give meanings to marks as they draw and paint.

(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Demonstrate to the children how to move the pen/pencil up and down to create a zig-zag pattern. Encourage the children to try this for themselves. Give praise for children s achievements & for participating in activity.   
	Younger children to make simple marks on paper.
Older children to use pencil with control to draw zig-zags.

	M2 linked to PSE1&2, C&L1, 2&3, PD1, L1&2, UW1, EAD1&2. 
	Mother’s Day Cards
	Notices shapes and patterns in pictures.

(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Explain to the children that they ARE GOING TO MAKE Mother’s Day card’s to thank you to their Mum’s for caring and looking after them so well. Whist using a teapot shape, paint & sprinkles, encourage the children to talk about the shapes they are using. Introduce the opposites, up and down whist talking about how a tea pot works. Give praise for sharing knowledge on shapes & writing their own name in cards.
	Younger children to use simple shape words when talking about their picture.
Older children to confidently identify shapes & talk about their features.

	UW2 linked to PSE1 & 3, C&L1, 2 & 3, M1&2, L1, PD1, EAD1&2.
	Cars and garage
	Enjoys playing with small world models such as farm, a garage, or a train track. 

(22-36ths)
	CHILD LEAD: Arrange the car mat, garage & cars in an attractive manner. Encourage the children to talk about the vehicles going up and down on the garage ramps and along the roads on the mat.  Give praise to children who use opposite words & take turns with the resources. 
	Younger children to play alongside others.
Older children to play cooperatively & confidently talk about what their vehicles are doing. 

	EAD1 linked to PSE2&3 PD1&2 C&L1, 2&3 L2, M1&2, UW1&2.
	Up and down painting
	Experiments with blocks, colours and marks. 

(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Using the painting easel, provide paint pots & brushes for the children to create their own art work. Adults to encourage the children to paint using an up and down motion or from side to side. Give praise to children throughout the activity talking about their movements and the marks they make rather than just the finished picture. 
	Younger children to make simple marks with paint & name two or three colours.

Older children to paint with control and include some detail; and to make predictions when mixing colours and check their results. 


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, maths area, registration/weather, outdoor play.
