	PSE3 linked to C&L1, UW1, PD1, M2, L1, EAD1.

	Nursery rhyme sound game.
	Begins to accept the needs of others and can take turns and share resources, sometimes with support from others.

(30-50 mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Give the children a lotto board each and then ask them to choose a number. Find the track on the CD and play. When the children hear one of the nursery rhymes, encourage them to place a nursery rhyme character over the matching one on their boards. Encourage children to learn together and from each other.
	Younger children to play the game with support and take turns with each other. Also to join in with the rhymes
Older children to follow instructions of how to play the game with less support and join in with the rhymes.

	Shakers 
	Shows interest in play with sounds, songs and rhymes. 
(22-36 mths) 
	 CHILD LEAD: Set out an activity making shakers out of plastic bottles, tubs and a range of different dried foods such as rice, pasta or cous cous. Adults to support children to maintain focus during the activity. Encourage the children to play their shakers along to songs. 
	Younger children to need more adult support and supervision when making their shakes to make sure they don’t put any of the shakers filling in their mouths. 
Older children to use their shakers to sound out a rhythm along to a song. 

	PD1 linked to PSE1,C&L1, M2, UW1, EAD1., 
 
	Roll ball and sing favourite 
Song.

	May be beginning to show preference for dominant hand. (22-36 mths).

	CHILD LEAD: Encourage children to sit in a circle and roll the ball to each other, when a child has s the ball they can choose the song we sing. Give children time to talk and think about the song they want to sing. 
	Younger children may need some help in rolling the ball to others and remembering song names.
Older children to roll the ball always choosing a different child and song.

	 Doing the animal bop book. 

	 Listens to and joins in with stories and poems, one-to one and also in small groups.
(30-50 mths).
	CHILD LEAD:  Read Doing the animal bop story to the children getting them to join in with the rhyming sounds and actions for this story.
Respect children’s efforts and ideas, so they feel safe to take a risk with new ideas. Give lots of praise.
	Younger children can choose to listen to the story and when feeling confident can join in with the story and actions.
Older children to try and join in with the story and actions and to try and make up their own animal rhyme with support. 

	M1 linked to PSE1&3, C&L1, PD1, M2,
 UW1, EAD1. 
	Musical chairs.
	Counts objects to 10 and beginning to count beyond 10.
(40-60+ mths)
	ADULT LEAD: Place two rows of chairs out one for each child. Then put some modern music on and encourage children to dance to the music. When the music has stopped encourage children to quickly find a chair to sit on. Continue playing the game, each time take a chair away and support children to count the chairs left. Offer lots of praise.
	Younger children to enjoy moving to music. Adult to support children to stop once the music has stopped and find a chair to sit on. Help children to count the chairs.
Older Children to enjoy moving to the music and show an understanding of the game. Children to count confidently without support.

	UW3 linked to PSE2, PD1, C&L1, L2, M2, EAD1&2.
	Wipe boards and dry wipe pens  and photocopy pictures
	Seeks to acquire basic skills in turning on and operating some ICT equipment. 
(22-36 mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Set out the dry wipe pens and white boards on the table, encourage the children to have a go at drawing pictures on them and support them to use the photo copier to make copies of their pictures. Adults to encourage the children to show high levels of energy and fascination.
	Younger children to be interested in how the photocopier makes copies of their picture. 
Older children to, with support, press the buttons on the photocopier to copy their pictures. 

	EA&D1 linked to PSE1&3, C&L1, PD1, M2, UW1.
	Musical Statues
	Imitates movement in response to music.

 (30-50mths)


	ADULT LEAD: Put some modern music on and then encourage children to dance to music and then suddenly stop and stand still like a statue when the music stops. Adult to join in and show children how to play. Give plenty of praise.


	Younger children to enjoy dancing and moving rhythmically to the music. Adult to support them to stop and stand still when the music stops

Older children to be more imaginative when moving to the music and follow instructions of standing still with little support. 


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, registration/weather, & boxes for outside play.
