	PSE1 linked to C&L3, PD1, M2, UW1, EAD1.

	Dora jigsaw puzzle
	Interested in others play and starting to join in. 

(22-36 months) 
	CHILD LEAD: Set out the Dora jigsaw puzzle on the table. Put the puzzles pieces in separate groups. Support the children to work together and help each other to complete the puzzle. Adults to praise children and support them to keep tiring to complete the puzzle. 
	Younger children begin to be interested in what the other children are doing, may come and watch them. 

Older children use language and body language to encourage others to join in and help to complete the puzzle. 

	C&L3 linked to PSE1, M2, UW1, PD1&2, EAD2.
	Dolls house.
	Uses language to imagine and recreate roles and experiences in play situations. 

(40-60+mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Set out dolls house and figures for the children to play imaginatively and recreate roles. Encourage children to talk and describe what they are doing in play.   
	Younger children to play alongside other children, encourage them to recreate roles they have seen others do. E.g. Dad cooking.
Older children to role play with others using the equipment that is out, talking about what they are doing E.g. my doll is going to bed now.

	PD1 linked to PSE2,C&L1, UW1, M2, EAD2.
 
	Music and movement

	Moves freely with pleasure and confidence in a range of ways such as slithering, shuffling, rolling, crawling, walking, skipping, sliding and hopping.
(30-50mths)

	CHILD LEAD: Use music of different styles and cultures and encourage children to move their bodies to the music. E.g. for loud and fast music encourage children to run, skip and hop. For quiet and slow music encourage children to tiptoe, shuffle and walk.
	Younger children to join in and adult to encourage them to follow adults lead.
Older children to show imagination and creativity when moving. Give praise.

	Diago computer game. 


	 Knows that information can be retrieved from books and computers. 
(40-60+ mths)
	CHILD LEAD:  Set up the game on the computer for the children to use. Help them to go through the game learning from and completing the sections. Encourage children to describe problems they encounter, and to suggest ways to solve the problem. 
	Younger children to use the computer with adult support, giving lots of encouragement. 
Older children to try and complete different sections on the game, talk about what they are doing and ask for help if needed. 

	M1 linked to PSE1, C&L1,

 PD1, M1, UW1, EAD2. 
	Instruments
	Recites some number names in sequence. 

(22-36 months)
	CHILD LEAD: Set out a selection of instruments that the children can use to make a single sound on, on the table. Use a selection of instruments from around the world. Adults to encourage the children to count and make a sound on the instrument. 
	Younger children to enjoy making different sounds with the instruments and to begin to make sounds in time with the older children. 
Older children to count as they make sounds on the instruments, try to play the instruments in time together. 

	UW2 linked to PSE1, PD1, UW1, C&L1&2, L1, M1, EAD1.
	Books about different parts of the world.
	Notices detailed features of objects in their environment.
(22-30mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide story and information books about different parts of the world for children to listen to and explore. Enter into discussions and ask questions about what is happening in the pictures.
	Younger children to enjoy listening to the story and exploring the pictures.
Older children to describe what they see in the pictures and adult to encourage open ended thinking.

	EA&D2 linked to PSE1, PD2, C&L3, M2, UW1, EAD2.
	Dressing up – role-play
	Uses available resources to create props to support role-play. 

(30-50 months) 
	CHILD LEAD: Set out the dressing up clothes in the home corer, include dressing up cloths from around the world. Support the children when getting dressed in the dressing up clothes. Adults to talk to the children and encourage them to use the dressing up clothes to help them take on different roles in their play. 
	Younger children will need more adult support when getting dressing in to the dressing up clothes. 
Older children to use the different clothes and their imagination to develop the role-play.


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making,  registration/weather, instruments & boxes for outside play.
