	PSE1 linked to C&L1, PD1, L1, M1&2, UW1&2, 
EAD1&2.
	Small world Fire station.

	Demonstrates friendly behaviour, initiating conversations and forming good relationships with peers and familiar adults.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to share & take turns with resources whilst at play. Give appropriate support to help resolve conflict and to promote interactions with other peers. If invited to play, introduce simple story lines for the children to follow & extend. Give praise for playing nicely & cooperatively with peers. 
	Younger children to play alongside others & interact with adults.
Older children to interact & play cooperatively with peers to create shared story lines.

	C&L3 linked to PSE1&2, PD1, M1&2, UW1&2, EAD1&2.
	Mobilo
	Learns new rapidly and is able to use them in communicating.
(22-36mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to make fire appliances, snow ploughs or other vehicles that might be used in hot or cold situations. Introduce new words such as cube, wheels, circle, triangle, long and short and so on, for the children to copy. Enter into discussions about what they have made and what can it be used for. Give praise for using new words & creating models. 
	Younger children to use new words and make simple models.
Older children to use new vocabulary & enter into discussions about their models. 

	PD1 linked to PSE1&2 C&L1, 2&3, L2, M2, UW1&2 EAD1&2.
	Dress for hot or cold weather 

	Uses one-handed tools and equipment, e.g. makes snips in paper with child scissors. 
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide the children with a selection of different materials to cut out and stick on as clothing for the paper people figures. Encourage the children to think about what different clothing they might need to wear for different weathers. Provide left and right handed scissors as needed, & give appropriate support to all children to develop their cutting skills. Promote children’s development of creating and thinking critically, by modelling the creative process & entering into discussions. Give praise for using tools appropriately. 
	Younger children can start to have increased control when using the glue spreaders & attempt to hold & use scissors.
Older children to cut a range of materials with increasing confidence & skill. 

	L1 linked to 
PSE1, C&L1, 2&3, PD1, M1, UW2, EAD1.
	Story books - Stripe (Hot) and The Night Iceberg (cold) 


	 Describe main story settings, events and principle characters.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Introduce this week’s topic on Hot and Cold and ask the children if they can think of any hot and cold things. Go on to talk about hot and cold places - jungle, desert, snowy mountains, arctic sea etc. Introduce the two stories and discuss ‘Stripe the tiger’ living in a hot jungle and ‘Penguins’ living in the cold arctic sea. ‘What other animals live in the cold/hot?’. Read the stories over two days and discuss the story settings and characters with the children.
	Younger children to show interest in the story and point out / talk about different parts, name animals, characters.
Older children to confidently talk about the story settings, characters and recall what happens.

	M1 linked to PSE 1, 2&3, C&L 1, 2&3, PD 1&2, L1, UW2, EAD1. 
	Numbers in ice blocks
	Uses number names accurately during play.

(30-50 mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Freeze plastic numbers (1 to 5) & glitter in trays. Encourage the children to feel and play with the ice, using descriptive language. As the ice melts, the children will be asked to identify the frozen numbers, extending their knowledge of number recognition. Praise children for using descriptive language & identifying numbers.
	 Younger children to enjoy playing with the ice, and attempt to name some numbers with adult support.
Older children to identify frozen numbers & use descriptive language. 

	UW2 linked to PSE1, 2&3, PD1, C&L1, 2&3, M2, L1, EAD1.
	Animals of the world puzzle
	Comments and asks questions about aspects of their familiar world such as place they live or the natural world. 
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Place the animals of the world puzzle on the table for the children to explore, along with a selection of toy animals that feature in the puzzle. Adults can support the children‘s learning by starting conversations about the different animals and if they live in a hot or cold country. Give praise for sharing knowledge. 
	Younger children need more support to help them complete the puzzle, give them a choice of two different puzzle pieces to try. 
Older children can start to talk about why different animals may live in hot or cold places. 

	EAD2linked to PSE1, 2&3, C&L 1,2&3, PD 1&2 , L2, M2, UW2.
	Artic animals in shaving foam
	Builds stories around toys e.g. farm animals needing rescue from an armchair ‘cliff’.

(30-50 mths)
	CHILD LEAD:  Provide shaving foam, with various arctic animals and clear plastic containers, pretending to be icebergs for the animals to climb on. Adults to encourage the children to talk about the animals, such as where they live, what they eat, where they might sleep and so on. Allow children to enter into small world play, using their imagination to create stories. Give praise for sharing knowledge & playing creatively.    
	Younger children to have a feel of the shaving foam and enjoy playing with the animals.
Older children to play with the animals using their imagination.


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, maths area, home corner, registration/weather,  outside play.
