	PSE3 linked to C&L1, 2&3, L2, M1&2,  UW2, PD1,
EAD1.
	Finger Gym: Spider webs.
	Takes steps to resolve conflicts with other children, e.g. finding a compromise. 
(40-60+mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to take turns with the tweezers to try and catch the spiders in the webs. How many can they catch? Support children to resolve conflict during play, perhaps suggesting how the children can ensure they will take turns, e.g. use sand timer, write a list and so on.
	Younger children to take turns with adults support.
Older children to suggest ideas to resolve conflict, with adult support if needed.

	C&L3 linked to PSE1, 2&3, L2, M2, UW2, PD1, EAD1&2.
	Glitter spider webs.
	Responds to simple instructions, e.g. to get or put away an object.
(30-50mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Give instructions to the children to dribble the glue into the paper and sprinkle on some glitter. Allow the children to follow these instructions to make a spider web. Introduce vocabulary such as dribble, glitter, sprinkle, sparkle and so on. Give praise to children who listen and follow instructions carefully.
	Younger children to listen to instructions and create web with adult support.
Older children to listen and follow instructions to independently create a web.

	PD1 linked to PSE1, 2&3, C&L1, 2&3, M1&2, UW1&2, EAD1&2. 

	Climbing frame in the garden 

	Mounts stairs, steps or climbing equipment using alternate feet. 

(30-50mths)

	CHILD LEAD: Fix the climbing frame in the back garden for the children to climb up and down, talk with the children about climbing like incy wincy spider who climbed up the water spout. Remind children to take turns and to climb carefully and to not push the other children. Adults to give extra support to younger, less confident climbers. 
	Younger children to begin to gain confidence when climbing up and down the steps. 
Older children to independently climb up and over the climbing frame.

	L1 linked to 
PSE1,2&3, P1, C&L1,2&3, M2, UW2, EAD1&2
	Mini-beast songs 
	Fills in the missing word or phrase in a known rhyme, story or game, e.g. ‘Humpty, Dumpty sat on a...’.
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: At carpet time, talk to the children about our topic this week on spiders and ask the children if they can think of any spider songs. Sing ‘Incy wincy spider’, and ‘Little Miss Muffet’ with the children, using actions. Observe if the children can fill in the gaps, for example ‘Incy wincy ... climbed up the water ...’.  Remind the children of other songs we’ve learnt over last few weeks; ‘There’s a worm at the bottom of the garden’ and ‘There’s a tiny caterpillar on a leaf’.  Praise children for joining in with singing and actions.
	Younger children to join in with singing using words and/or actions. Fill in missing words.
Older children to choose mini-beast songs and confidently join in with singing, actions and filling in missing words.


	M1 linked to PSE1, 2&3, C&L1, 2&3, PD1,,

 UW2, EAD1. 
	Incy Wincy Spider game.
	Recites Some numbers names in sequence.
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Explain how to play the game to the children. Encourage each child to roll the die and count the spots, then move their spider the correct amount of spaces between 1 and 10. Give praise for good turn taking and counting.
	Younger children to attempt to count the dots and spaces with adult support.
Older children to independently count the dots and spaces from 1 to 10.

	UW2 linked to PSE1,2&3,
PD1, C&L1,2&3 L1&2

M1&2, EAD1.
	Spider books and information sheets
	Can talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants, animals, natural and found objects. 

(30-50mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Provide information books and sheets about spiders for the children to look at. Adults can sit with children in small groups or one to one and look through the information and talk about what they know about spiders. Encourage the children to share any information they know about spiders. 
	Younger children to look at the pictures with an adult
Older children to share any knowledge they have about spiders. 

	EAD1 linked to PSE1, 23, C&L1, 2 &3, PD1&2, M12, UW2.
	Spiders & drain pipes in the water tray.
	Joins in with favourite songs.
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to the ‘Incy Wincy spider’ song, whilst playing with the spiders and pipes. Promote the use of directional language such as ‘up and down’ during play. Give praise to children who sing the song.
	Younger children to attempt to sing song with adult support.
Older children to independently sing the song whilst acting out the rhyme.


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, registration/weather, outside play.
