	PSE1 linked to C&L1,  PD1, M2, UW1&2,
EAD1&2.
	Brio Train set.

	Can play in a group, extending and elaborating play ideas e.g. building up a role play with other children.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to share and take turns when making the train track. Children to play together with their peers and use their own experiences of visits to a train station to build up a role play scene.
	Younger children to enjoy playing and exploring the trains and adult to offer support with sharing.
Older children to be confident to play in a group and listen to each other ideas and experiences.

	C&L2 linked to PSE2, PD1, M1, UW1&2, EAD1.
	Down at the station action song.
	Responds to simple instructions e.g. to get or put away an object.
(30-50mths) 
	 CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to line up behind each other and pretend they are a train. Adult to stand at the front of the line and encourage the children to follow the adult and copy the actions while singing the song. Give praise.
	Younger children to be supported with the instruction to line up and join in with the actions.
Older children to respond confidently to the adults instructions and follow their lead.

	PD1  linked to PSE,C&L, UW, PD,
EAD, 
	Mobilo 
	Handles, tools, objects, construction and malleable materials safely and with increasing control. 
(40-60+ mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide mobilo for the children to build and explore. Adults to encourage the children to see if they can use the mobilo to build a train. Ask the children to think about what they would need of their train and why. Give praise for good ideas and creating models. 
	Younger children  to fix the mobilo pieces together with adult support
Older children to think about what mobilo pieces they need to fix together to design & build their train. 

	L1 linked to 

PSE2, C&L1, PD1, 2&3, M2, UW1&2, EAD1.
	Train stories

	 Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall. 

(30-50mths).
	CHILD LEAD: Display the stories on the cupboard all week, so that it can be read to the children in a small group or on a one to one basis.  Help with attention and recall. Give children time to talk and think about the story, and answer any questions or make predictions. Give praise for good listening and contributing to discussions.
	Younger children to try and listen to the story on a one to one basis and to help them follow the story. 
Older children to listen to the story in small groups to help them keep their attention and answer questions or make predictions.

	M1 linked to PSE2, C&L1, PD1, L1, UW1&2, EAD1. 
	Cotton reel trains
	Recognise numbers 1 to 5.
(40-60+mths) 

	CHILD LEAD: Adults and children to discuss the numbers they see on the trains. Encourage the children to place the correct number of cotton reels train wheels) onto each train picture. Introduce other mathematical language such as circles, number names and encourage counting. Give praise for god counting. 
	Younger children to attempt to identify some numbers names with adult support and attempt to count the correct number of cotton reels.
Older children to independently identify numbers up to 5, then count the correct number of wheels for the trains. 

	UW1 linked to PSE1&3, C&L1&3, PD1, L1&2, M1, EAD2.
	Train station in the home corner 
	Shows interest in different occupations and ways of life. 
(30-50 mths) 
	CHILD LEAD: Arrange the home corner into a train station, with maps and tickets for the children to explore. Provide a till, a phone, some pencils and paper and tickets so the children can sell tickets to their passengers. Place a row of chairs so the children can pretend they are on a train. Encourage the children to talk about their own experiences of trains and train stations and ideas of where they would like to go to on a train. 
	Younger children to copy their peers at play. 
Older children to use their own experiences of trains and train stations to develop their play, & explore occupations such as train driver and so on. 

	EAD1 linked to PSE2&3, PD1, C&L1, L2, M2, UW1&2.
	Baking Train biscuits
	Manipulates materials to achieve a planned effect.
(40-60+mths)
	ADULT LEAD: Provide ingredients for the biscuits. Adults to help each child add each ingredient and mix together to form a dough. Give each child some dough and encourage them to roll out and use a train cutter to cut out their train. Give praise for good listening. 
	Younger children to make biscuits with adult support.
Older children to roll out and cut train shape independently. 


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, registration/weather, outside play.
