	PSE1 linked to PD1 C&L1, 2&3 L2, M1&2, UW1, EAD1. 

	Height Chart

	Demonstrates friendly behaviour, initiating conversations and forming good relationships with peers and familiar adults. 
(30-50mths) 
	CHILD LEAD: Give the children the opportunity to stand next to the height chart and draw a mark to show how tall they are. Adults may need to support the children to make marks. Encourage the children to guess who will be taller and check the results once they have been measured. 

	Younger children to be interested in the height chart and seeing how tall they are. 
Older children to help support younger children to stand in the right place and help to mark how tall they are

	C&L1 linked to PSE2, C&L1, 2&3, PD1, M2, UW2, EAD2.
	Goldilocks song.
	Joins in with repeated refrains and anticipates key events and phrases in rhymes and stories.

(30-50 mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Following the Goldilocks and the three bear’s story, the children will be encouraged to join in with the song. Singing about the different sized bears and objects in the story. Encourage the use of words such as big and small. Give praise for copying actions and singing.
	Younger children to try to learn parts of the song.
Older children to join in and learn the song.

	PD1  linked to PSE1&2,C&L1, UW1, L2, M1&2,
EAD1. 
	Porridge oats with jugs, cups, spoons & pans.

	Shows control in holding and using jugs to pour, hammers, books and mark-making tools,
(22-36mths)

	CHILD LEAD: Allow the children to explore the porridge oats & containers. Encourage the children to talk about the different sizes of the containers. Can they count how many spoonful’s of oats they need to fill the containers up to the top? Promote use of capacity language such as full, half full and empty. Give praise for handling resources appropriately & for sharing. 
	Younger children to use the spoons to scoop, & to tip and pour with the other containers.
Older children to use equipment with good control and use lots of mathematical language.

	L1 linked to 
PSE1, C&L1, 2&3, M2, UW 1&2, EAD2.
	Goldilocks and the three bears

	 Describes main story, events and principal characters.

(30-50 mths)
	CHILD LEAD:  During story time, read the story of Goldilocks and the three bears. Enter into discussions about the characters in the story and the things that are big and small.  Encourage the children to participate by answering questions about the story. Give praise for sharing thoughts & answering questions. 
	Younger children to enjoy listening to the story.
Older children to enjoy the story and talk about the various characters, setting & events.

	M2 linked to PSE1, 2&3 PD1, C&L1, 2&3, UW1&2, EAD1. 

	Compare bears 
	Beginning to categorise objects according to properties such as shape or size. 
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Allow the children to explore the compare bears. Encourage the children to try and match the correct size and colour bears. Can they complete the pattern on the card? Give praise for using size vocabulary.

	Younger children to begin to use the language of size
Older children to try and continue a repeating pattern of different sized/coloured bears

	UW2 linked to PSE1, 2&3, C&L1, 2&3, L1, M1&2, EAD1.
	Sorting and ordering shells by size
	Can talk about some of the things they have observed such as plants, animals, natural and found objects.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide an assortment of different sized shells and three baskets / containers for sorting. Encourage the children to explore the shells and sort them into groups of big, middle-sized and small.  To extend, can the children make a line of shells starting with the biggest going down in size to the smallest. Observe and praise children on their sorting skills, mathematical size language used and comments through exploring the shells.
	Younger children enjoy exploring the shells and begin to make comments during play.
Older children talk about the shells in more detail - what they look like, texture, past experiences of finding shells, favourites, size language etc.

	EAD1linked to PSE1, 2&3, C&L1, 2&3, L2, M1&2, UW1&2, PD1.
	Making Binoculars
	Uses various construction materials.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Suggest to the children to make binoculars from tubes. Allow the children to decorate with paint or collage items, & help them to tie on some string. Talk about how binoculars work & how they allow you to see things that are far away (small), and make them look big. Extend activity to make telescopes, referring to the, ‘Shark in the park, story. Give praise for sharing knowledge & creating binoculars.
	Younger children to make binoculars with adult support. 
Older children to use their imagination to create binoculars and talk about how they work.
