	PSE2 linked to C&L1&3, PD1&2, L2, M2, UW1, EAD1.

	Salt dough decorations.
	Welcomes and values praise for what they have done.
(30-50 mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Make some dough. Then support children to use a rolling pin to roll out the dough and use a Christmas cutter to make the decorations. Once cooked support children to decorate their own decorations with glitter or paint. Praise them for what they have achieved.
	Younger children to enjoy rolling out the dough. Offer support when using the cutters to make their decorations.
Older children to show more independence and be creative with their decorations. Offer support when they need it.

	C&L3 linked to PSE1&3, C&L1, PD1, M2, UW1&2, EAD1&2.
	Christmas play.
	Use intonation, rhythm and phrasing to make the meaning clear to others. (30-50 mths).
	 CHILD LEAD: Read the Christmas play out to the children, tell them what roll they are going to be. Help them to learn their lines and songs for the play. Always respect children’s efforts and ideas, so they feel safe to take a risk with a new idea.
	Younger children to have lots of support and guidance with learning the play and songs. 
Older children to learn their lines and songs with help, give support and encouragement to the younger children.

	PD1 linked to PSE2,C&L1&2,   PD1&2, L2, M2, UW2, EAD1.
 
	Snowflakes

	Uses one handed tools and equipment e.g. make snips in paper with child scissors.
(30-50mths)

	CHILD LEAD:  Provide some white paper and a selection of scissors. Help Children to fold the paper and support them to cut triangle shapes in the paper, then open out and show Children what they have made. Give lots of praise.
	Younger children to be supported with using the scissors and cutting triangle shapes out.
Older children to use the scissors without support and work independently.  Adult to offer support when they need it.

	L2  linked to

	 Letters in snow

	 Links sounds to letters, naming and sounding letters of the alphabet. 
(40-60+ mths)
	CHILD LEAD:  Set out, on the table, a tray with ‘fake’ snow and a selection of plastic magnetic letters. Adults to support the children to look in the snow and find letters support the children to link the letter to its letter sound. 
	Younger children to need additional support from adults to make sure they don’t put any of the snow in their mouths. Start to recognise letters significant to them-selves. 
Older children to link letters, letter names and sounds. 

	M1 linked to PSE3, C&L1&2, PD1, L1, UW1, EAD1. 
	Christmas calendar.
	Recognises numbers 1 to 5.
 (40-60+mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Make a Christmas calendar with the amount of days we have left at pre- school before we break up for Christmas. Let each child find the number needed and then open the door. Have a talk about advent and if they have a calendar at home. Give children time to talk and think.
	Younger children to have support if they need help finding the number. Give the younger children numbers 1 to 5 to find.
Older children to try and find numbers by themselves. Give them numbers 6 to 12 to find.

	UW1 linked to PSE2, C&L1, PD1, M2, EAD1&2.
	Nativity story
	Recognises and describes special times or events for family and friends.
(30-50 mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Read the nativity story to the children and then discuss the story with them. Ask questions about what they think is happening in the story. Encourage children to describe their own experiences of the nativity story.
	Younger children to enjoy listening to the story and encourage them to pick out detail in the pictures.
Older children to answer questions about the story and see if they can recognise any characters and help retell the story.

	EA&D2  linked to PSE1, PD1, C&L3, M1&2, UW1&2, EAD2.
	Puppet pantomime
	Plays cooperatively as part of a group to develop and act out a narrative. 
(40-60 months)
	CHILD LEAD: Set out the puppet show and puppets on the table. Adults to talk to the children about pantomimes and encourage them to share any of their own experiences of pantomimes and to use the puppets to represent their experiences in their play. 
	Younger children to play alongside the older children need more adult support to help them to use the puppets to represent their experiences of pantomimes. 
Older children draw on their experiences of pantomimes to guide their play and play cooperatively with the other children sharing ideas and experiences. 


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, registration/weather, outdoor play.
