	PSE linked to PSE1, 2&3, C&L 1, 2&3, PD2, M2, UW2&3, EAD 1&2.
	Dark tent with light box
	Can inhibit own actions/behaviours, e.g. stop themselves from doing something they shouldn’t do.

 (22-36 mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to explore the dark tent, with the light box and torches inside. Support the children to take turns entering the dark tent (limiting numbers for safe play) & for using the light box. Give praise to children for having patience and good sharing.
	Younger children to explore with adult support to encourage turn taking & sharing.
Older children to take turns and share the light box equipment independently. 

	C&L3 linked to PSE2, UW1, PD1, M2, EAD1.
	Show and tell 
	Beginning to use more complex sentences to link thoughts (e.g. using and, because). 
(30-50mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Allow each child the opportunity to show a special item that they cuddle at bedtime. Ask open ended questions to promote children’s language development. Give praise for talking clearly in front of peers.

	Younger children to use simple words with adult support. 
Older children to initiate conversations and answer questions.

	PD1 linked to PSE1, C&L1&3, L2, M2, UW2, EAD 1&2.
	Daytime and night time pictures.

	Imitates drawing simple shapes such as circles and lines.

(22-36 mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide examples of daytime and night time pictures e.g. stars & moon, rainbows &sunshine. Encourage the children to use black or white paper, chalk & charcoal to draw their pictures. Children will be encouraged to make their own choices which type of picture to do and which chalks to use. Give praise for mark making.
	Younger children to use the chalks for mark making, creating circles and lines.
Older children to draw daytime & night time pictures using the examples provided.

	Day/Night  stories

	Suggests how the story might end.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Introduce and read the stories to the children. Ask open ended questions at points during the stories. Before reading the end of the stories, ask the children to predict what they think might happen and why. Enter into discussions about the ending, asking if the children can think of an alternative ending. 
	Younger children to listen to the story with adult support & give simple comments.
Older children to listen to stories, answer questions & predict the ending.

	M1 linked to PSE2, C&L1, 2 &3, L1,
UW2, EAD1. 
	Egg number ordering.
	Recites numbers in order to 10.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to identify the numbers on the eggs, before placing them in the correct order. Give appropriate support. Give praise to children who help each other and identify numbers correctly.
	Younger children to look at numbers & repeat number names with adult support.
Older children to confidently identify numbers to 10 & place in correct order.

	UW1 linked to PSE1&3, C&L1&3, M1&2, PD1, EAD1&2.
	Space Station
	Shows interest in different occupations and ways of life.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to explore the space station. When invited to play, talk about astronauts, what they do and why. Enter into discussions about space and what it is like. Introduce new vocabulary such as dark, stars, moon, rockets and so on. Give praise for sharing knowledge.  
	Younger children to explore the space station & play alongside others.
Older children to discuss astronauts & space, and use their knowledge to create storylines.

	EAD1 linked to PSE21&2, PD1, C&L1&3, L2, M1&2, UW1&2.
	Easter cards 
	Experiments with blocks, colours and marks. 
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Explain to the children that we are going to make Easter cards. Encourage the children to select a stamper & coloured paint to make a print on card. Enter into discussions about why we celebrate Easter. 
	Younger children to explore the stampers & paint with adult support. 
Older children to independently select stamper and coloured paint to produce a print. 


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, registration/weather, outside play.
