	PSE1 linked to C&L1, PD1, M1&2, UW1,
EAD1&2.
	Pirate ships and pirates 

	Can play in a group, extending & elaborating play ideas.

(30-50 mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Provide toy pirate ships and a variety of pirate figures to encourage group play. Place blue material in tray with fish and sharks to represent the sea and to further conversation during play. Encourage the children to play together and corporately. Give praise for playing together nicely. 
	Younger children to play together co-operatively, taking turns within the group. With adult support.
Older children to play with the pirates and ships on the table within the group, and to add resources to extend their play.

	C&L2 linked to PSE1, PD1, M2, UW2 & EAD1.
	Bottle top boats
	Understands ‘who’, ‘what’, ‘where’ in simple questions (e.g. who’s that/can? What’s that? Where is?).
(22-36 mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to make simple boats out of bottle tops using playdough to help secure a flag in place. Ask the children to place the boats in the water to see if they float. Adults to talk to help describe what children are doing by providing a running commentary, e.g. “you have chosen the red flag, I think now you can try and stick your flag onto the boat.” Encourage the children to talk about what they can see, by asking questions such as “who’s boat is this one? “Which boat is moving the fastest?” “Why is this one moving slowly?” and give children plenty of time to reply.
	Younger children to make/explore boats and answer simple questions. 
Older children to watch how the boats move in the water, talk about what they can do to make the boats move in different directions and at different speeds, and answer questions.

	PD1  linked to PSE2&3,C&L1, UW2, L1&2, M2,

	Tracing boats

	Holds pencil near point, between two fingers and thumb and uses it with good control.
 (30-50 mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Place a simple boat picture with the word ‘boat’ written on it. Adults to show children how to hold a pencil, with a tripod grip.  Encourage the children to trace over the simple boat picture, if the child is able, they can attempt to trace the letters of the word ‘boat’. Give praise for good pencil control and achievements.
	Younger children to attempt to hold their pencil using the tripod grip and try to trace the boat picture.
Older children to hold pencil correctly, trace over the boat picture and the letters.

	L1 linked to

	Books about ships and boats

	Handles book carefully
(40-60+mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Share some books about ships and boats with a small group of children. Encourage them to hold the books carefully and lift up the flaps and see what is underneath. Enter into a discussion about the different types of ships and boats and ask the children questions about what they see. 
	Younger children to show an interest in the books and handle books with adult support. 
Older children to handle books independently and show some knowledge about ships and boats and see if they can recognise and name some.

	M2 linked to PSE2, C&L1, PD1, 
UW2, L1&2, EAD1&2. 
	Make a pirate ship.
	Use shapes appropriately for tasks.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to use the large boxes and tubes to build a large pirate ship. Adults to support children in their design, by asking the children to think about what items will work best for each part of the ship. Adults to ask questions such as “I wonder what would happen if..?”, “How can we make a…?”, “what else do we need?” and so on to encourage the children to use their critical thinking skills. Give plenty of praise for their good ideas.   
	Younger children to explore the boxes & model making resources and attempt to name basic shapes.
Older children use resources to design and build a pirate ship, naming shapes and using mathematical language.

	UW2 linked to PSE2, C&L1&3, M2, PD1 & EAD1.
	Floating and sinking
	Looks closely at similarities, differences, pattern and change.
(40-60+mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Select a variety of objects for children to explore in the water and experiment to see if they float like a ship/boat or sink like a ship wreck. Can the children name objects and predict first what will happen once the object is dropped into the water? Give praise. 
	Younger children to explore objects and with adult encouragement and notice if they have dropped to the bottom or are floating on the surface.
Older children to make predictions and then comment on their observations.

	EAD1 linked to PSE2, PD1, C&L1&3, M1, UW2.
	Boat songs
	Joins in singing favourite songs.
(22-36 mths)
	CHILD LEAD: At group time, introduce songs about boats and the sea, such as “Row, row, row your boat” and “The big ship sailed on the ally ally oh”. Encourage the children to copy the actions, and when confident, join in with singing the words to the song. Give praise for joining in and participating with the actions.
	Younger children to enjoy listening to the songs, whilst starting to join in with the actions. 
Older children to confidently join in with singing the songs.  


CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, maths area, registration/weather, outside play.
