	PSE3 linked to C&L1&3, UW2, PD1, M1&2,
EAD1&2.
	Sea animals in the water tray.

	Begins to accept the needs of others and can take turns and share resources, sometimes with support from others.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Whilst exploring the sea animals in the water tray, encourage the children to take turns (4 at a time). Adults to encourage the children to pass on their water aprons when they have finished their turn and share the animals during play. Give praise for good sharing and taking turns with their friends and peers. 
	Younger children to try to share and take turns with encouragement and adult support.
Older children to demonstrate to the younger children how to take turns, role modelling their behaviour for others. To also help younger children with their aprons and drying hands. 

	C&L3 linked to PSE2&3, UW2, PD1, L1, M1&2, EAD1.
	Phonics Fishing Game.
	Learns new words very rapidly and is able to use them in communicating.
(22-36mths)
	 CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to use the rods safely to catch the sea creatures. Can they name the sea creature and the letter sound? Enter into discussions about the sea side and any holidays the children may have been on. Did they see the sea and any sea creatures whilst they were there? Give praise for good talking and joining in conversations. 
	Younger children to speak new words that they hear and match he sea creatures name with the correct animal when fishing.
Older children to introduce new sea animal names to younger children and identify some of the letter sounds.

	PD1 linked to PSE2, C&L3, L2, M2, UW2, EAD1.

	Painting 

	Shows control in holding and using jugs to pour, hammers, books, and mark-making tools.
(22-36mths)

	CHILD LEAD: On the art table set out a selection of paints and some pictures of under the sea animals for the children to colour in. 
Adults can encourage the children to think about which colour they would like to use. Extend the activity by asking the children if they can think of any different ‘under the sea’ animals and encourage them to try and paint them on some plain paper. 
	Younger children to have some control when painting with the paint brushes. 
Older children to try and paint within the lines of the picture and to control the brush when painting their own sea creature. 

	L1 linked to 
PSE2, C&L1,  M2, EAD1, UW2,
PD1.
	 Fish tracing.

	 Can segment sounds in simple words and blend them together and know which letters represent some of them.
(40-60+mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to trace over a picture of a fish (promoting pencil control) and ask the older children to trace over the word “fish”. Adults to ask the children if they can identify each letter sound and blend the sounds together to read the word. Give praise for naming letter sounds and attempting to read the word.
	Younger children to be given support to trace the outline of the fish and show an interest in the letters and their sounds.
Older children to trace the fish and the letters independently and attempt to read the word. 

	M1 linked to PSE2, C&L1, PD1, L1&2, UW2, 
 EAD1.
	Number sand moulds
	Recites some number names in sequence.
(22-36mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Outside in the sand tray, encourage the children to make number sand moulds. Ask the children to identify numbers and place them in the correct order. Encourage the children to look at how the numbers are formed and their different shapes. Give lots of praise.
	Younger children to explore the sand and make number moulds with support.
Older children to work independently and identify numbers confidently. Can they draw their own numbers in the sand?

	UW2 linked to PSE1&2, PD1, C&L1&3, M1&2, EAD1.
	Exploring the shells
	Notices detailed features of objects in their environment.
(22-36 months)
	CHILD LEAD: Encourage the children to look at the shells using the magnifying glasses, to see if they can see the different patterns and shapes of the shells. Look at the details and patterns in the close up photos of the shells, compare and describe the shapes and patterns. 
	Younger children to enjoy looking and exploring the shells through the magnifying glasses. 
Older children to be able to use a wide range if descriptive language when talking about the patterns and shapes of the shells

	EAD2 linked to PSED1&3, C&L1&3, PD1, M1&2, UW2.
	Under the sea scene in the home corner
	Uses available resources to create props to support role play.
(30-50mths)
	CHILD LEAD: Transform the home corner into an under the sea scene. Hang seaweed made from tissue paper, blue material on the floor to represent the sea, a treasure chest with shiny jewellery in and sea creatures. Encourage the children to use their imagination to pretend they are under the sea. They could be a fish, octopus, mermaid or a pirate looking for treasure.
	Younger children to participate and adult to encourage them to play alongside the other children.

Older children to use their imagination well and interact well with others, sharing ideas, thoughts and experiences.



CHILD LEAD unplanned learning: mark making, pirate ships and castle, show and tell, outside play.
